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RESUMO

O objetivo desta pesquisa foi verificar a preval@mas alteracbes de fala em escolares do Ensino
Fundamental, saber o que os professores dess&s glensam sobre as possiveis interferéncias das
alteracbes de fala na vida das pessoas e que asntlunam ao identificar tais alteracoes.

Participaram 523 escolares deald série de uma escola estadual da Cidade de Sao, leanioos
quais foi realizada uma avaliagdo fonoaudiologiaeaa coleta da fala, bem como foi verificada a
percepcdo desses enquanto falantes. Participairaoia, 28 professores desses mesmos escolares, dos
quais solicitou-se a identificacdo dos alunos das achassem que apresentavam problemas de fala.
Esses professores também responderam a um questidizéndo o que pensavam sobre as alteracdes
de fala e que condutas tomavam quando identificavgroblema. Esta pesquisa demonstrou que o
indice de alteracéo de fala nessa populacdo daesse elevado, predominando as alteracdes do tipo
distorgcdo. A percepcgdo de possiveis erros na falardprio falante (aluno) é mais acurada do que a
percepc¢do do professor. Tanto alunos, como prafessiaentificam um nimero menor de alteracdes
de fala quando comparado com a avaliacdo fonoagiial. Todos os professores acreditam que as
alteracBes de fala interferem negativamente na dalgpessoa e referem encaminhar alunos com
dificuldades de fala para o fonoaudidlogo.
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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to verify theglesnce of speech disorders in students of elemgntar
school, to know what the teachers of these studhintk about the possible interferences of speech
disorders in people’s lives and what proceduresaaepted when these disorders are identified. 523
students from first to fourth grades of a publib®al in the city of Sdo Paulo took part in this wof
speech-language assessment was done to evaluatstullents’ speech articulation and some
questions about their speech production were agkedder to verify the perception of these students
as speakers. 28 teachers of these same studeatwalspart in the research. They were requested to
identify the students they thought that have spedisbrders. These teachers also answered a
gquestionnaire about what they thought about spesdrders, and what procedures they adopt when
they identify the problem. This research showed tthev.number of speech disorders in these students
is high and that speech distortions are predomindiie students’ perception of their own possible
speech problems is more accurate than the teachmngieption. The number of speech disorders
identified by the speech-language assessment veadegrthan the number identified by the students
and the teachers. All the teachers believe thatdpedisorders have a negative interference in
people’s lives and send their students to a spéetiuage pathologist.
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
